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The report analyzes theoretically and practically vital issues conserning relatively new and

rapidly expanding field of narrative medicine and ethics. "Narrative turn" is oriented towards
maintenance of ethical-existential area of patient-doctor relationships and individualization
of medical practice and ethics. The narrative of seriously or chronically ill patient, being in
dialogue with other narratives, is viewed to be related with actualization of patient’s existential
experience, thus inducing changes of patient’s personality. These changes result in shaping new
modes of social and moral life of patients to be observed notably in virtual social networks.
Moreover narrative proves to be an essential tool of ethical consideration and decision making
in medical cases.
